COLOURS

2. T h e  colours o f  t h e  League shal l  b e  black andgold.

OBJECTS

4. T o  control  professional cycle racing i n  WesternAustralia.

5. T o  secure a fa i r  and equitable administration o f
justice as regards the r ights o f  cyclists on  the  pub-lic roads, parks, ovals o r  Other places.

6. T o  ins t i tu te  a n d  arrange f o r  t h e  ho ld ing  o f
other cycl ing events.Cycle r ace  l  ineetings, contests,  championships, o r
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7. T o  watch the  course o f  any legislative proposals
by Parliament o r  Corporations affecting the interests
of the  cycl ing publ ic and t o  make soch representa-
tions o n  t h e  subject as t h e  occasion m a y  demand.

8. T o  acquire suitable offices, c lub rooms, etc., f o r
the use o f  members and t o  lease, acquire o r  jo in  i n
acquiring a  suitable ground and racing track.
9. T o  assume con t ro l  o v e r  handicapping a n d  a l l
other matters i n  connection w i t h  the  control  o f  the
sport, and  any  open cycle races he ld  b y  any  C lub
or sports promoting bodies affiliated wi th  the League,
and al l  such other  races tha t  may be held under i t s
auspices.

10. T o  legislate on  a l l  disputes o r  difficulties w i t h
regard t o  cyc l ing matters i n  t h e  State o f  Western
Australia.

11. T o  keep a  record o f  a l l  notable performances,
to investigate and, i f  found correct,  t o  register a l l
cycling records made f rom t ime t o  t ime i n  Western
Australia.

12. T o  investigate a l l  charges affecting the  status
of any rider and to  frame o r  alter f rom t ime t o  t ime
and add such rules, by-laws and regulations as may
be deemed necessary t o  promote t h e  best interests
of cycling.

13. T o  b e  aff i l ia ted w i t h  t h e  Austral ian Federa l
Cycling Counci l ,  and be a  pa r t y  t o  t h e  reciproci ty
agreement as between tha t  body and other  contro l -
ling Leagues throughout t he  Commonwealth.

14. T o  ac t  i n  concert  w i t h  o ther  affiliated cyc l ing
bodies outside o f  Western Australian i n  a l l  matters
relating t o  the holding o f  Interstate o r  International
contests, o r  o ther  matters affect ing the  welfare O f
cycling.
15. T h e  rules o f  this League t o  be subject t o  any
agreement t o  which the  League is  a  par ty  by  v i r tue
of i t s  affiliation w i t h  t he  Australian Federal Cycl ing
Council.
16. T o  cater f o r  t h e  members o f  the  League o u t
of the funds o f  the Association which w i l l  n o t  al low
of any  member der iv ing any  benefit, p ro f i t ,  o r  ad-
vantage no t  shared equally b y  every member o f  the
League b u t  t h a t  f o r  ext raord inary  disbursements,
prior approval o f  a  meeting o f  the  League Counci l
composed o f  no t  less than a  quorum o f  7  members,
inclusive o f  t h e  Treasurer, sanction such disburse-
ment.

17. T o  g r a n t  patronage f o r  t h e  ho ld ing  o f  race
meetings and  cycl ing contests o r  exhibit ions.
18. T o  do all such acts and things as are incidental
or subsidiary t o  a l l  o r  a n y  o f  t h e  above objects.

MEMBERSHIP

19. T h e  League membership shall/ consist o f  an un-
limited number o f  racing cyclists and affiliated clubs
and associated members, and  m a y  b e  admit ted o n
payment o f  such annual subscription o r  registration
fee as may be fixed f rom t ime to  t ime by  the League
Council sub jec t  t o  t h e  condit ions o f  membership

oreafter provided fo r.



20. A l l  persons wish ing t o  be  registered w i t h  t h e
League as racing members mus t  be  members o f  anaffiliated club.

21. A n y  cyc l ing c lub  having i t s  place o f  meeting
and headquarters situated within a  radius o f  25 miles
from t h e  G.P.O., Per th,  shal l  b e  deemed a  metro-
politan club, and such c lub shall have n o t  less than

15 members who  shall become members o f  the Lea-
gue fo r  affiliation purposes.

22. A n y  cyc l ing c lub  having i t s  place o f  meeting
and headquarters s i tuated outside a  rad ius  o f  2 5
miles f r o m  t h e  G.P.O.,  Per th ,  sha l l  b e  deemed a
Country Club and such c lub shall have no t  less than

0 members w h o  sha l l  become members o f  t h e
League f o r  affil iation purposes.

23. A n y  person wishing to  be registered as a racing
member o f  the League, shall obtain f rom the League
Secretary an official application f o rm  o f  membership
to be  f i l led, s igned and  returned t o  t h e  Secretary,
together w i th  the  necessary registration fee.

24. A n y  person registering as a  new member of  the
League, shal l ,  when  apply ing f o r  membership, p a y
an amount covering a copy o f  the League Constitu-
tion and  Rules and  t h e  A.F.C.C. Racing Rules andRegulations.

25. A  new member is  defined as a person who has
not previously been a  member o f  t h e  League o r
whose previous membership has lapsed f o r  a  periodof t w o  years.

26. F r o m  t h e  effective date  o f  operation o f  t h i s
revised L .W.A.W.  Const i tut ion every  member shal l
compulsorily p a y  a n  amoun t  cover ing a  c o p y  o f
the League Constitution and Rules and t h e  A.F.C.C.
Racing Rules and  Regulations.

27. T h e  Counci l  shall deal w i th  al l  applications f o r
membership and shall have power to  accept o r  reject
any application, and  n o  person shal l  b e  ent i t led t o
the privileges o f  membership un t i l  such t ime as h is
application has been passed f o r  acceptance.
28. P e n d i n g  application f o r  membership as provid-
ed f o r  above being dealt w i t h  b y  the  Counci l ,  t h e
League president o r  secretary shal l  have power  t o
grant permi ts  f o r  applicants, t o  compete i n  events
held under League patronage.
29. A l l  racing cyclists admitted t o  membership w i l l
be provided w i t h  a  racing licence which w i l l  ent i t le
them t o  compete a t  a l l  spor ts  meet ings h e l d  i n
West Austra l ia under  t h e  patronage o f  t h e  League
for the current  year o f  issue. O t h e r  persons admit-
ted w i l l  receive a  membership receipt  f o r  t h e  cur -
rent year.
30. T h e  payment  o f  t h e  annual  subscr ipt ion o r
registration fee shall imp ly  a  member's acquiescence
in the rules. of the League and shall bind such mem-
ber t o  abide by  same as wel l  as by  al l  consequences
resulting f r o m  a  breach o r  non-observance o f  a n y
one o r  more thereof, and shall fur ther  absolve every
person concerned in  carrying ou t  and enforcing any
of such ru les o r  any  o f  the  by-laws o r  regula nt i o s
against such member f rom a l l '  personal responsibility
or legal l iabi l i ty on such account.



31. A n y  registered member o r  affiliated club fai l ing
to renew h is  o r  i t s  membership b y  payment o f  the
annual subscription o r  registration fee  b y  t h e  due
date, o r  th i r t y  days thereafter, shall for fe i t  al l  r ights
of membership u n t i l  t h i s  condi t ion has  been com-
plied w i th .

32. T h e  payment o f  annual subscription o r  regis-
tration f e e  ent i t les a  member t o  f u l l  membership
rights du r ing  t h e  League's financial yea r  beginning
1st day  o f  November and el id ing o n  t h e  fo l lowing31st October.

33. A n y  rac ing cycl ist  registered w i t h  t h e  League
shall register his trainer, who, when accepted by  the
League Council, w i l l  be issued w i th  a  current year's
trainer's ca rd  a n d  w i l l  b e  subject  t o  League a n d
A.F.C.C. Ru les  a t  such  a  f e e  a s  decided b y  t h eLeague Council.

34. T h e  Council shall have the power t o  expel any
member b y  resolut ion o f  a  two- th i rd  ma jo r i t y  o f
those p i  esent at  a Council Meeting i f ,  i n  the opinion
of such a major i ty,  the said member shall have been
guilty o f  conduct which i s ,  i n  t he i r  opinion, de t r i -
mental t o  the interests o f  the League.

35. A l l  persons ceasing t o  b e  members o f  t h e
League, whether  b y  ret i rement,  expulsion, neglect
to p a y  t h e  annual  subscript ion f e e  o r  a n y  o t h e r
cause, shall for fe i t  a l l  r ights  and privileges o f  mem-
bership. N o r  shall a l ly  such person have any claim
upon the League o r  League Councillors b y  reason o fhis retirement.

36. A n y  member wishing t o  terminate his member-
ship shall forward h is  resignation i n  wr i t i ng  t o  t he
League Secretary, and same shall be dealt w i th  at  the
next succeeding meet ing o f  t h e  League Counc i l .
The Council  shall have power to  accept o r  otherwise
deal w i t h  such resignation as i t  may deem f i t .  N o
member shall be allowed t o  resign whi ls t  under dis-
qualification o r  suspension.
37. U n t i l  a  m e m b e r  t e n d e r s  h i s  res igna t i on
and same has been accepted, he  shall be held liable
for t h e  cu r ren t  year 's  subscript ion o r  registrat ion
fee.
38. A n y  registered r ider  o r  person who  has been,
or may  be, disqualified under the Rules o f  the Aus-
tralian Federal Cyc l i ng  Counc i l  o r  t h e  r u l e s  a n d
by-laws o f  this League shall be debarred f rom acting
as a  t ra iner,  coach o r  attendant t o  any  registered
rider, n o r  shall he  o r  they  be allowed ent ry  t o  the
arena o r  dressing room a t  any sports meeting regis-
tered under the said rules o r  by-laws.

39. A n y  racing cycl ist registered under these rules
or by-laws who accepts the services o f  a disqualified
person as a trainer, coach or  attendant, may be finea,
disqualified, o r  otherwise deal t  w i t h  a t  t h e  discre-
tion o f  the League Council.

40. N o  rac ing  member  w h i l s t  i n  rac ing  costume
shall be  permit ted t o  appear i n  t h e  grandstands o r
public reserves at  any race meeting unless wearing a
dressing gown o r  o ther  covering garments. N o n -
observance o f  th i s  r u l e  w i l l  render  offenders l iable
to be fined o r  otherwise dealt w i th  a t  the discretion
of the Referee and  Stewards.



41. N o  person engaged i n  bookmaking act iv i t ies
shall be eligible t o  hold office as Handicapper, Judge,
Referee, Steward, o r  a member o f  the Appeal Board,
either w i th  t he  League o r  i t s  affiliated clubs.

HONORARY MEMBERS
42. T h e  Counci l  may  elect any person as an Hon-
orary Member o f  the  League, such membership t o
extend to  the end o f  the current financial year i f  no
shorter period be stated.

HONORARY LIFE MEMBERS
43. A n y  person who has rendered the League meri-
torious services may be elected as an Honorary L i fe
Member o f  the League at the Annual General Meeting
on the  recommendation o f  the Counci l  and may at-
tend a l l  Annua l ,  General o r  Special meetings b u t
without vo te  a t  Counci l  Meetings.
44. T h e  Council may recognise the services render-
ed t o  t h e  League b y  an  Honorary L i f e  Member i n
whatever manner they th ink f i t .

45. N o t  more than one Honorary Life Member mav
he elected in any one year.

SUBSCRIPTIONS
46. T h e  subscriptions o f  o rd inary  members shal l
be as much as are f ixed b y  the  Counci l  n o m  t imeto t ime.

47. T h e  subscript ion o f  r i d i ng  members shal l  b e
such as are f ixed b y  the Counci l  f rom t ime t o  t ime.
48. C l u b  affiliation fees shall  be such as are f ixed
from t ime t o  t ime b y  the Council.
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49. A l l  subscriptions and  affi l iation fees  shal l  be -
come due o n  t h e  f i r s t  d a y  o f  November each year.
50. N o  members shall be allowed t o  be relieved o f
the payment o f  his subscription except those elected
a§ Honorary Members o r  i n  special cases t o  be  de-
cided b y  the Council.

OFFICE BEARERS
51. ( a )  T h e  Office Bearers o f  the League shall be
Patron, President,  Secretary, Treasurer,  Handicap-
per, Referee, Aud i to r,  Stewards o r  any o ther  office
deemed necessary, a l l  o f  whom shall re t i re  annually
but be eligible f o r  re-election w i t h  t he  exception o f
two independent members o f  t h e  cyc le  a n d  al l ied
trades covered by  para. 57 .

(b) H o n o r a r y  V i c e  Presidents n o t  exceeding 3
in number.

LEAGUE COUNCIL
52. T h e  League Council  shall consist o f :  President,
Secretary, Treasurer,  o n e  member f r o m  each M e t -
ropolitan C l u b ,  o n e  'member f r o m  each  C o u n t r y
Centre, one independent member and two  independ-
ent members f rom the  cycle o r  i t s  all ied trades.

53. C o u n t r y  centres sha l l  b e :  Nor thern  Distr ic ts,
Eastern Goldfields, Cen t ra l  Distr icts,  Southern D is -
tricts.

54. C o u n t r y  Clubs shall he responsible t o  a  centre
nominated by  the League Council and upon affiliation
will b e  advised b y  t h e  League Secretary o f  t h e i r
centre.
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55. C o u n t r y  centres shal l  b e  represented b y  one
member each o n  t h e  League Counci l  a n d  shal l  h e
responsible t o  t he  League nominated clubs i n  t h e i r
area as t o  t he  selection o f  th is  representative.

56. C o u n t r y  centres in conjunction wi th  the League
nominated clubs wi th in the i r  area may appoint the i r
League Counci l  Representative f r o m  a  Metropoli tan
Club, b u t  n o  one Metropolitan Club,  may representmore than one country  centre.

57. T h e  t w o  independent members o f  t h e  cyc le
and i t s  al l ied trades shal l  compulsori ly re t i re  each
year and  shall  n o t  b e  el igible f o r  re-election o v e r
two consecutive years.

58. E a c h  Metropol i tan C l u b  a n d  Coun t r y  Cent re
affiliated w i t h  t h e  League sha l l  n o t i f y  t h e  League
Secretary o f  t h e  name a n d  address o f  t h e  p c  rsori
selected t o  represent t he i r  c lub  as a  Counci l lor  (3!
the League, and any alterations o f  Club o r  Country
Centre Representatives o f  t h e  League Counci l ,  t h e
Secretary o f  the League shall he  notif ied i n  wr i t i ng
by the respective body and such alterations shall be
approved by  the League Council at  i ts  next  meeting.

GOVERNMENT
59. A l l  financial a n d  po l i cy  matters shal l  b e  con-
trolled b y  t h e  League Counc i l  w h o  a lso have t h e
power to  impose fines t o  en gage, control and dismiss
the League servants and pa id  officials and  a l l  such
administrative power  as may  be necessary t o  eirect
the purpose of  the League.
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60. Notwi ths tand ing  anyth ing contained i n  t h e s e
rules, t he  League Counci l  shall n o t  have the  power
to pledge the  credi t  o f  any member o f  the  League,
nor do any act by reason whereof any member o f  the
League may  become personally l iable f o r  a n y  s u m
of money.

ot. T h e  League Counci l  shal l  appoint  a  Secretary
who w i l l  be  under d i rect  control  o f  and hold office
during the  pleasure o f  the Council.
62. T h e  Secretary shall be elected by  ballot a t  the
first meet ing  o f  t h e  League Counc i l  fo l lowing t h e
Annual General Meeting.
63. T h e  League Counci l  shall f i x  t h e  remuneration
to b e  p a i d  f o r  t h e  Secretary's services u p o n  a p -
pointment.
64. I n  the event o f  the Secretary's office becoming
vacant either b y  resignation o r  any other cause, ap-
plications t o  f i l l  t h e  vacancy shall  be  called f o r  b y
advertisement i n  t h e  dai ly  press o r  otherwise dealt
with b y  the  Council.

TREASURER

65. T h e  League Treasurer shal l  b e  elected a t  a n
Annual General Meet ing  w i t h  t h e  except ion o f  a
vacancy occurr ing between Annual General Meetings
as covered by pars 87, who wi l l  be under the direct
control o f  and hold office dur ing the pleasure o f  the
Council.
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66. T h e  posit ion o f  League Treasurer may be  i n -
corporated w i th  t he  position o f  League Secretary a tthe discretion o f  the League Council.

HANDICAPPER

67. T h e  League shal l  appoint  an  official handicap-
per t o  b e  elected annual ly a t  t h e  Annua l  GeneralMeeting.

68. T h e  Handicapper shal l  ho l d  off ice d u r i n g  t h e
pleasure o f  the Counci l  w h o  may terminate h is  ap-
pointment a t  any t ime they  may deem necessary.
69. T h e  Handicapper may charge such fees f o r  h isservices as may be approved by the Council.

70. I n  t h e  event  o f  the  office o f  Handicapper be-
coming vacant, applications t o  f i l l  t h e  vacancy shall
be called fo r  b y  an advertisement in  the  dai ly press,or a t  the discretion o f  the Council.

71. A  Handicapper shall  b e  i n  n o  w a y  connected
with the  cycle o r  i ts  allied trade o r  industry.

72. N o  person engaged i n  bookmaking act iv i t ies
shall be eligible f o r  the position o f  Handicapper and
shall b e  removed f r o m  t h i s  Office b y  t h e  League
Council under i ts powers as set out  in para. 68.

AUDITOR

73. A  qualified audi tor  shall be elected a t  the  A n -nual General Meeting.

74. T h e  aud i to r  sha l l  receive such  remunerat ion
for h i s  services as  m a y  be  decided b y  the  League
Council.

PROPERTY

75. A l l  proper ty  belonging t o  the  League o f  what-
soever k ind  shall be vested i n  and become the  pro-
perty o f  the League and, f o r  the t ime being, in  t rus t
lor the League and f o r  the objects o f  the League as
set out  in  those articles and rules. U p o n  the  resig-
nation o f  any  member o f  the  League e x  off ic io o r
otherwise, o r  on his ceasing to  hold office, h is  inter-
est hereby created in the property o f  the League shall
thereupon cease and determine. T h e  League Coun-
cil shall provide f o r  the safe custody o f  the common
seal o f  the League, and same shall not  be used except
pursuant t o  a  resolution o f  the  League Counci l  and
in the  presence o f  a t  least t w o  seal holders. T h e
persons author ised t o  u s e  t h e  sea l  sha l l  b e  t h e
President, Secretary and the Treasurer o f  the League.

MEETINGS

76. T h e  President shall be ex officio chairman at  all
Council, Special, General  o r  Commit tee Meetings.
In t h e  absence o f  t he  President, t h e  Counci l  shal l
c'ect a Chairman f rom their  number.

7-7. T h e  President o r  t h e  Chairman f o r  t h e  t ime
being shall conduct t he  meeting i n  accordance w i t h
the usual ru les o f  debate and  shal l  have unl imi ted
authority on every question o f  order.

78. I n  t h e  event o f  the  President's o r  Chairman's
ruling being disagreed wi th by  a two-thirds' major i ty
of t h e  members present, h e  shal l  vacate t h e  cha i r
and another Chairman shall be appointed to  act unt i l
the matter under discussion shall have been decided,
when he  shall again take charge o f  the meeting.

80. T h e  Annual General Meeting of  the League shall
be held o n  t h e  th i rd  Monday i n  November o f  each
year unless otherwise decided by  the League Council
providing a t  least 1 4  days not ice i s  g iven b y  c i r -
cular or  by  advertisement in the Press to  all ordinary
members and  affiliated clubs, such not ice t o  clearly
state the  date and the  place o f  the meeting.
81. T h e  fo l lowing shall  b e  t h e  o rde r  o f  business
at all Annual General Meetings. M i n u t e s  o f  the pre-
vious Special Meeting and minutes o f  previous A n -
nual General  Meet ing  t o  b e  read  a n d  conf irmed.
Correspondence, Treasurer 's Statement, Secretary's
Report, amendments o f  Constitution and Rules, elec-
tion of  Office Bearers and General Business.

82. I n  addition t o  the Council  and ret i r ing officials,

only the fol lowing shall be eligible t o  vote at  Annual
General and Special Meetings:—

(a) L i f e  Members who  have attended a t  least one
meeting held dur ing  the  cur rent  year.

(b) A l l  members, whether senior o r  jun io r,  w h o
were financial members a t  the  end o f  the p re -ceding financial year.

NOMINATION OF OFFICE BEARERS TO  BE ELECT-

ED AT  ANNUAL GENERAL ME-ETING
84. A l l  nominations f o r  Officers o f  the League shall
be called f o r  a t  the  above meeting, the  nominations
to be  seconded by  a t  least one member covered b y
paras. 82a, 82b, and 82c.
85. T h e  meet ing w i l l  e lect  o n  a  ma jor i t y  vo te  a
returning officer and two  scrutineers who  shall con-
duct any ballot necessary fo r  the election o f  officers.
86. I n  the  event o f  two  o r  more candidates having
equal number  o f  votes, t h e  re tu rn ing  off icer sha l l
have a  casting vote.

87. A n y  vacancy o f  officers between t h e  date  o f
election and the date o f  the Annual General Meeting
next ensuing shall be fi l led by  the League Council at
the nex t  League Counci l  Meeting fol lowing acknow-
ledgement o f  such vacancy, w i t h  t h e  exception o f
the posi t ion o f  President who  shall be  elected on ly
at an Annual General o r  Special General Meeting.

SPECIAL MEETINGS
88. A  Special General Meeting o f  the League shall
be convened at any time by the direction of  a quorum
of t h e  League Counc i l  w i t h i n  fourteen ( 1 4 )  d a y s
after t he  receipt  o f  a  requisit ion i n  w r i t i ng  signed
by n o t  less than twenty-one ( 2 1 )  financial members
who, i n  the i r  requisition, shall clearly state the  ob-
ject o f ,  and business t o  be dealt w i th  a t  such meet-
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log. A t  least twenty-one ( 2 1 )  persons signing such
requisition t o  be present t o  be a  quorum. A t  least
seven ( 7 )  days  not ice shal l  b e  g iven t o  members
for a n y  Special General Meeting, together  w i t h  a n
Agenda for  the business t o  be brought forward.

89. B y  mot ion  o f  t h e  League Counci l ,  a  Special
General Meeting may be called providing seven ( 7 )
days notice shall be given t o  members together w i th
an Agenda f o r  the  business t o  be  brought  forward.

LEAGUE COUNCIL MEETINGS

90 T h e  League Council shall meet fortnight ly,  and
at such t ime and intervals as may be deemed necess-
ary f o r  t o e  eff icient management o f  t h e  League s
business. Seven members present to  form a quorum.

91. A n y  vacancy o n  t h e  League Counci l  th rough
death o r  resignation o f  a Counci l lor o r  through the
absence f r o m  t h r e e  consecutive meet ings w i t h o u t
having been granted leave o f  absence, may be t i l led
by the  Counci l  a t  t he  nex t  meeting fo l lowing such
vacancy. A n y  member elected unde r  t h i s  clause
shall o n l y  h o l d  off ice t i l l  t h e  e n d  o f  t h e  financial
year, b u t  be  eligible f o r  re-election.

92. T h e  Secretary shall give members o f  the Coun-
cil four  clear days' notice of  any meeting to be called.
93. T h e  President o r  a n y  t w o  o the r  members o f
the League Counci l  shal l  deal w i t h  and  d i rec t  t h e
Secretary o n  a l l  matters o f  urgency ar is ing dur ing
Altervals between meelings o f  the COLIFICH, and shal:
report on any such matters at the next meeting.

, BY-LAWS
94. T h e  League Counci l  a re  empowered t o  make,
repeal and  amend such by-laws as  t hey  may  -iron;
time t o  t ime  consider necessary f o r  t h e  well-being
of t h e  League provided t h a t  such by-laws are  n o t
repugnant t o ,  o r  inconsistent w i th ,  the  Consti tut ion
of the League. A l l  by-laws lawful ly made, repealed
or amended under  t h i s  art ic le shal l  have t h e  same
force and effects as the  Constitution Rules provided
that al l  affiliated clubs are notif ied i n  wr i t ing  by  the
Secretary, w i t h o u t  a n y  unnecessary delay o f  such
by-laws, amendments and repeals.

APPEAL BOARD

95. T h e  Appeal Board shall consist o f  three mem-
bers and shall be appointed b y  the  League Counci l
at its f i rst  meeting after the Annual General Meeting.
96. T h e  Appeal Board shall deal w i th  al l  appeals as
provided fo r  i n  the  Australian Federal Cycl ing Rides
(three present t o  f o r m  a  quorum) .  T h e  decision
of the Appeal Board shall be final and binding on al l
parties. A n y  persons, r ider  o r  r iders, approaching
any member o f  the Appeal Board p r io r  t o  investiga-
tion pending, sha l l  b e  disqualif ied o r  penalised as
they may deem f i t .  M e m b e r s  o f  the  Appeal Board
shall b e  independent o f  t h e  Counci l  and  shal l  n o t
hold t h e  position o f  Referee o r  Steward.

97. T h e  f indings o f  t h e  Appeal  Board a re  t o  b e
directed t o  t h e  League Counci l  th rough t h e  Secre-
tary, t h e  League Counc i l  t o  n o t i f y  members con -
cerned o f  the findings o n  any penalty inflicted.
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REPRESENTATIVES

98. T h e  Counc i l  sha l l  cause t o  b e  appointed a
Representative o r  Representatives t o  b e  i n  a t tend-
ance at  all races o r  sports meetings under the Leaguepatronage.

99. T h e  Counci l  shal l  have t h e  power  t o  appoint
a person o r  persons to  act as League Representatives
in d is t r ic ts  where  deemed necessary. R e p r e s e n t -
atives so appointed shall be provided w i th  an official
badge, and  same i s  t o  be  returned t o  t he  Counci l
when the i r  appointed t ime i s  terminated.
100. Representatives shal l  personally see t h a t  t h e
rules r e l a t i n g  t o  t h e  appo in tmen t  o f  Referee,
Stewards and other  track officials, as provided f o r  i n
the Australian Federal Cycl ing Council  rac ing rules,are complied wi th.

101. T h e  League Council shall have power t o  stip-
ulate the fees to  be paid to  Representatives appointed
to at tend sports f ix tures i n  o r  outside t h e  Met ro -
politan Area t o  cover " o u t  o f  pocket"  expenses.

SECRETARY'S DUTIES

102. T h e  Secretary shall be custodian t o  al l  League
property and shal l  keep an  inventory  o f  same and
shall conduct the business o f  the League i n  accord-
ance w i t h  t h e  Rules and  under  instructions o f  t h eLeague Counci l  o r  President.

103. H e  shall convene and attend all meetings of  the
Council o r  Committee, record  t h e  business t rans-
acted i n  t h e  M inu te  Book,  keep  p r o p e r  books 01
accounts and records and deliver up  same when call-
ed upon t o  do  so b y  the  League Council.
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104. H e  shal l  receive a l l  moneys payable t o  t h e
League and  g ive pr in ted receipts ( f o r m s  numbered
consecutively) f o r  same.

105. A l l  moneys received by  the Secretary shall be
Paid to  the Treasurer wi thin seven days o f  receipt o f
same. N o t  more than five pounds shall be retained
by the Secretary f o r  Pet ty  Cash purposes.

106. H e  shall receive entries f o r  races held undel
League patronage, a lso f o r  a l l  events promoted b y
the League  s u b j e c t  t o  d i rec t ions  o f  t h e  Leagub
Council.

107. H e  shal l  a t  t h e  Annual  General Meeting pre-
sent a Report, Balance Sheet and Financial Statement
of receipts and expenditure fo r  the previous financial
year, and shall prepare a  repor t  and financial state-
ment o f  receipts and expenditure covering any func-
tion, f ixture o r  rattle promoted by  the League, t o  be
presented t o  the  League Counci l  w i th in  3 0  days o r
such function, f ix ture o r  raff le being held.

TREASURER'S DUTIES

108. T h e  Treasu re r  s h a l l  h a v e  c h a r g e  o f  t h e
League's Funds and  bank  book  and  shal l  bank  a l l
moneys t o  the  League's credit  w i th in  three days o f
receipt o f  same.
109. H e  sha l l  b e  responsible f o r  presenting, i n
conjunction w i t h  t h e  Secretary, a  Financial State-
ment o f  rece ip ts  a n d  expenditure a t  t h e  Annua l
General Meeting.
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
